Descriptions of Open Positions for 2018-2019

Vice President of Communications - This person is responsible for overseeing the volunteer coordinators for Yearbook, Directory, Spiritwear, Bulletin Board, and Website. 

Vice President of Programs - This person is responsible for overseeing the volunteer coordinators for Guest Programming, Curie Newton, Outdoor Classroom, Books and Breakfast, Travel Our World, and Afterschool Programs.

Vice President of Ways and Means - This person is responsible for overseeing the volunteer coordinators for the Book Fair, Square 1 Art, Walk-a-thon, Box Tops/Coke Rewards, and Restaurant Night Fundraisers.

Yearbook Committee (1 position open for EACH grade level) – These people are responsible for collecting photographs of school-wide and grade level specific events and uploading them into the correct pages in the Lifetouch software. They will create the layouts for their assigned grade level specific pages. They will follow the calendar deadlines set by the Yearbook Committee Chair to ensure that the Yearbook can be submitted to Lifetouch for publication on schedule.
Curie Newton Science Coordinators (2 positions open for K, 1 of 2 open for 1st grade, and 1 of 2 open for 2nd grade) – These people are responsible for coordinating volunteers and supplies for the Curie Newton science labs. No experience is necessary as all resources and lesson plans are provided.

Outdoor Classroom Committee – These people are responsible for coordinating volunteers for the upkeep of the outdoor classroom as well as for the guided tours that are provided to every class each fall and spring.  We currently have 3 volunteers for this committee but would welcome as many more people as are interested.

Books and Breakfast (2 open positions) - These people are responsible for coordinating the food for two morning events for students and parents in November.  

After-School Program Coordinator - This person is responsible for communicating with outside program directors (contact information will be provided) and selecting appropriate programs, advertising the programs to Creekside parents, making necessary arrangements with our office staff, and overseeing the after-school programs at Creekside. 

Travel our World Committee (3 of 4 open positions) - These people will work closely with Creekside staff to plan and prepare the Travel our World evening event, which takes place in February.

Creekside Carnival Committee – Many volunteers are needed to help with concessions, games, silent auction, raffle baskets, ticket sales, etc.

Walk-a-thon Coordinators (2 open positions) – These people are responsible for coordinating the Fall Walk-a-thon fundraiser.  Duties include creating pledge forms; distributing, collecting, and recording pledges; communicating schedule and details to parents and teachers; securing a snack for students; and scheduling volunteers needed for the event.  

Box Tops and Coke Rewards – This person is responsible for communicating with parents regarding the Box Tops and Coke Rewards programs and collecting and submitting box tops and coke rewards codes for reimbursement. This work can be performed from home.

Scholastic Book Fair (1 of 2 open positions) - These people are responsible for coordinating the week-long Fall Book Fair (held during the school day, Books and Breakfast morning events, and Literacy Night evening event) and the Spring Book Fair (held in March during the Creekside Carnival).

Beautification - This person is responsible for working with the principal and custodians to determine projects around the school to enhance aesthetics of the building and grounds. 

Bulletin Board - This person is responsible for creating, displaying, and updating the PTO bulletin board in order to keep the school aware of all PTO information and programs.
